If you are a beginner on Windows 95, here's how to change a cursor:





1.	Open the control panel - either by double clicking the 'My Computer' icon, and then 'Control Panel', or from the start menu





2.	Once in the control panel, double - click on the 'Mouse' icon to enter the Mouse properties, and then click on the 'Pointers' tab.





3.	Double click on the cursor that you want to change, and select one of your 213 cursors, to satisfy that job.





4.	Press 'Apply' and 'Close'. - You should now have the cursors that you selected.
